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David Kennedy moved to the Upper Blue Mountains in June 2000, and started the early stages  of his well-known garden, “Clover Hill”. Over the past 14 years “Clover Hill” has been featured in many magazines and is about to be featured in House and Garden this August 2014. The garden is open in August and November and has many return visitors every year as it is always changing with new colour schemes, changing themes, etc – nothing stays the same at “Clover Hill”.  

David is a plant collector, importing many rare and unusual plants and bulbs from around the world, but without at the same time losing the feel for general garden design. He states: “A plant collection is nothing more than a plant collection unless put together well! It can look like nothing other than a mish mash of plants put together that have no flow or connection.”     

David also has a mail order nursery called “Clover Hill Rare Plants” selling many of his rare and garden-worthy plants that grow well in the mountains in normal garden situations (no bore water used here!) – they are plants that have been tried and tested!
