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Mary Moody is a journalist, author, television presenter and tour guide who lives with her husband, film producer David Hannay on a small farm at Yetholme, near Bathurst. She has produced documentary films, including an acclaimed film for SBS about a village restaurant in France that has been in the same family for 100 years. She has written four best selling memoirs about her midlife adventures, running away from home and buying a village house in southwest France.
