“What is a Ground Cover?


A ground cover is defined as a plant that quickly smothers weeds and covers bare earth, usually requiring little maintenance, especially when planted on sloping sites.


Ideal ground covers are plants that divide and propagate themselves by clumping, carpeting (using runners or spreading with underground stolons or rhizomes), or simply by sprawling or creeping low to the ground over a good distance. These characteristics help them bind the soil, combat erosion and reduce the amount of space available to those opportunistic weeds.”

I have been recently reflecting on the many benefits of ground covers and have only of late (last year) added more ground covers to our garden. Sometimes you know these things but you don’t get around to doing it.


Thanks again to our dear neighbor who generously gave us quite a few clumps of ground covers: lamium maculatum white and pink, (the non-invasive species) are both thriving. I’ve also experimented with cranesbill geraniums, snow-in-summer, catmint, dianthus and erigeron. It really isn’t ground breaking, these ideas or maybe it is just being more grounded, yet I thank again our former neighbor, who encouraged me to look from the ground up and add a few of these simple ideas to our garden.
